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How many families can I sponsor?

It is recommended that you sponsor no more than

three families. Keep in mind you will need to have

space in your car for 3 boxes of food, plus the

children's gifts, per family on delivery day. An empty

car trunk can typically only hold 4 boxes.

How many boxes of food will I be delivering?

Generally speaking, each family receives three boxes

of food. Please keep in mind, the average empty car

trunk can only hold 4 boxes. 

What if I can’t get a hold of the family I
sponsor?

When families apply for assistance, every effort is

made to get all contact information. However, for

some families, circumstances change without notice.

If after several tries you are unable to contact the

family, please notify the LCCT office by emailing

LCCT@libertymo.gov.

Does the family I sponsor have to be home
on delivery day?

Yes, because we are providing perishable items,

we can not leave the food and gifts on their

porch! When families apply for assistance, they

are instructed to be home on delivery day. When

you call to ask for their wish list, it is helpful to

remind them of the delivery day and what time

you will be coming to their home.

How can I make a donation?

100% of the funds raised goes to the LCCT

program for purchases like perishable food

items, gift vouchers and paper products for the

families. You can make a donation online or by

mailing a check payable to Liberty Community

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Do I have to spend my own money?

No. A voucher will be provided for you to purchase

gifts for each child. Shoppers may spend their own

money, above and beyond what is on the voucher,

but it is certainly not required. 

Do we buy gifts for the parents?

The vouchers provided are intended to be used

for the children. If you would like to purchase

items for the parents with your own money, that

is at your discretion.

What happens on Delivery Day?

Volunteers pick up both non perishable and fresh

food from Heritage Hall (117 W. Kansas St.)

between 8 - 10 am on Saturday, Dec. 13, 2025.

Volunteers then deliver food along with the gifts

directly to the families home.
